Globecomm Maritime, a long-standing Iridium partner, is offering
Iridium Pilot as part of an upgraded "Telaurus se@COMM" communications package, and will manage the
installation fleet-wide.

Globecomm's Telaurus se@COMM Wi-Fi service will provide access points to enable crew to use their
own laptops and smartphones to stay connected onboard.

Globecomm Maritime, through its local sales agent Nordic-IT Marine
Communications, will provide the Iridium Pilot terminals and service plans for the Bockstiegel ships.
